1. Animals must be RED AND WHITE in color. Animals must be owned or leased by the Junior by July 1 of the current year. Registry and/or transfer applications must
be received by the Holstein Association USA by July 15 of the current year.

2. Entry must be solely owned by the Junior(s), who is/are a bonafide Junior member of the RWDCA. RWDCA juniors are defined as those who pay a one-time junior
membership fee. Juniors are defined as youth from their 9th birthday until December 31 of the year they become 21.

3. If an animal is sold from one junior to another junior member during the show season, the last junior exhibitor/owner will receive the award. If an animal is sold from
a junior exhibitor to a senior, only the shows that the junior exhibitor was on the halter will be eligible for the contest. Any Canadian entries must have shown at one
RWDCA U.S. National and/or Approved show.

4. For show placing to be eligible, the animal must be owned and shown by the Junior. PLACINGS WHERE JUNIOR OWNER WAS NOT ON THE HALTER ARE NOT
ACCEPTED. (Only exception is the alternate leadsperson policy of RWDCA).

5. Exhibitor must complete an official entry form. All results of RWDCA Approved/NATIONAL Junior Shows are to be listed (JUNIOR PLACINGS ONLY - DO NOT
INCLUDE OPEN PLACINGS). No other show results should be listed and will not be accepted.

6. A HIGH-RESOLUTION DIGITAL COPY PHOTO of the animal at the same age, year and stage of lactation as shown must be sent to the RWDCA office via

email on/or before November 15, 2019 (If photos are taken at fall shows after the postmark deadline, please let the RWDCA office know that the photo will be

coming in at a later time.) NO PAPER COPIES WILL BE ACCEPTED! The responsibility for obtaining and paying for the photo rests entirely on the exhibitor,as does
delivery within the specified time. The name of the animal and date picture was taken must accompany the photo.

Judges may declare “No Contest” for any class where numbers or quality of animals justify such action.

8. Postmark deadline for entry forms is November 15, 2019. NO LATE ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED. Entries can be faxed or emailed, but it is the exhibitor’s
responsibility to contact the office to make sure entry has been received. If you have any questions, please call 608-790-5595 or email rwdcainfo@gmail.com.

9.  There is a $75 nomination fee due at the time of nomination. Upon Paid nomination fee, a $25/nomination credit will be applied to an ad if you so desire in the
January or February issues. January issue will be the All-American nominations. February issue is All-American results. IF YOUR NOMINATION FEE HAS NOT BEEN
PAID BY JANUARY 15TH YOU WILL FORFEIT YOUR ALL-AMERICAN AND IT WILL BE AWARDED TO THE NEXT IN LINE. There will be no carryover credit al-
lowed past those issues.

10. Junior owned and exhibited animals may also be entered in the Open All-American Contest if all rules are followed and fees are paid.

11. At the time of entry, an animal may be entered in the 125,000 Ib. Milk class or its appropriate age class but not both.

12.  Afront copy of the REGISTRATION PAPER must accompany entry form; otherwise, entry will be disqualified.
